As an ac-
tive soloist, Craig has performed throughout the
United States and Canada and won numerous awards
including 2nd place in the 1998 and 2000 Northwest
Classical Guitar Competition and most recently 3rd
place in the Portland International Guitar Competition.

Jonathan Minei is a Masters Degree candidate
and Merit Scholarship recipient. Asamember of the
guartet, John increases the ensembl e’ s range with a 7-
string guitar.

Lynn McGrath is also a Masters Degree candidate
and a multiple scholarship recipient at USC.
