Michael Partington

For our final recital of 2002, the OCGC is
proud to present guitarist Michael Partington.

Mr. Partington began playing guitar as a child
growing up in Wales and studied in England with
Jonathan Baker and Wendy Partridge. He moved to
the United Statesin 1991 and studied with Gary
Bissiri before entering the University of Washington
to study with Steven Novacek from 1994 to 1998. He
has also performed in Masterclasses for Eduardo Fer-
nandez, David Russell, Oscar Ghiglia, Scott Tennant,
Raoberto Aussel, Benjamin Verdery, William
Kanengiser and Michael Troester.

Described by Eliot Fisk as "ayoung guitarist of
great refinement and sensitivity," Michael Partington
is one of the most exciting of the new generation of
concert players. This award-winning British guitarist
has performed as a soloist and in ensemble through-
out the US and UK to unanimous critical praise. His
debut CD, "20th Century Guitar," released in 1998
for the Rosewood Recordings label, prompted Classi-
cal Guitar Magazine to notice his "lyricism, intensity
and clear technical command."

As afeatured soloist he has appeared with the
Segttle Creative Orchestra, the Sesttle Symphony
Chorale, the Olympia Y outh Philharmonic, the Ever-
green Festival String Quartet and the University of
Washington Wind Ensemble. In 1999 and 2001 Mr.
Partington was the soloist in Rodrigo's " Concierto de
Aranjuez" at the Lake Chelan Bach Feste. He has
also worked with singers, guitarists, and other instru-
mentalists, including the eminent English organist
Margaret Phillips, American soprano Carmen Pelton,
and mezzo-soprano Louise Marley. He has a so per-
formed for the Mayor of Seattle and the Governor of
Washington State.

In 1997 Michael Partington was the first-prize
winner in both the Northwest Guitar Competition and
the Capitol AreaY outh Symphony concerto competi-

tion. He was awarded the Helen Crowe Memoria Schol-
arship by the Seattle Musical Art Society. Mr. Partington
was a prize-winner at the 1996 Portland Guitar Competi-
tion and has been awarded the prestigious Brechemin
performance scholarship by the University of Washing-
ton. He has been a semi-finalist in both the Karl Scheit
competition in Vienna and the Guitar Foundation of
America competition in Montreal, Quebec.

When not touring Mr. Partington makes his home
in Seattle, where he teaches at Rosewood Guitar.

Mr. Partington will be performing a variety of
works from classics by Sor, Dowland and Weiss to
modern works by Brouwer, Dyens and Torroba.

The concert will begin at 8 p.m. at Chapman
University’s Salmon Hall on Saturday November 16.
